Dear Parents, Carers and Students

It gives me great pleasure to bring to you our first edition of The
Helstonian - re-establishing the College's newsletter of old, in the
format of a new digital magazine. The magazine celebrates some
of the great things that have taken place during the recent weeks
and recognises some of the great achievements of our wonderful
students. Congratulations to all the students who were nominated
for Student of the Month and to all those who feature on our
Praise Point leaderboard! In time, my aim is for the magazine to
also include articles written by students with messages from our
Student Leadership Team.

As mentioned in a recent letter home, it has been a really positive
start to term from my perspective. Thank you to everyone who
has welcomed me into the community and for the kind comments
about some of the changes we have made. In particular, we have
received a number of responses about how helpful the Class
Charts app is in supporting parents to monitor homework and to
see when their child is receiving Praise Points or Behaviour Points.

Thank you for your responses
so far. If you have any outstanding
replies to complete please take
a moment over the next week to
complete these.

ATTENDANCE - Important
Notices for Parents and

Carers

If your child is absent from College,
please can you call the College every
day of their absence before 9.15am.
Please leave a message detailing why
specifically they are unable to attend.
Please can we also ask you to let us
know of any medical/orthodontist
appointments in advance. This
helps save us having to make an
unnecessary phone calls home.

Please note: If your child is absent
from school without authorisation,
you will be committing an offence
under the Education Act 1996. We
may submit a request to Cornwall
Council for a Penalty Notice to be
issued, in accordance with Sections
444A and 444B of the said Act. Penalty
Notices are issued per liable parent/
carer, per child and each carry a fine
of £60 if paid within 21 days or £120
if paid after this but within 28 days.
Failure to pay the Penalty Notice may
result in legal action. Absence not
authorised by the College may result
in a prosecution in the Magistrates'
Court under Section 444(1) or Section
444(1A) of the Education Act 1996,
leading to a fine of up to £2,500 and/
or a custodial sentence. Cornwall
Council may also apply for the costs
incurred in taking the matter to
Court.



7 Top Tips for
Parents/Carers

1. Ensure your child gets enough
sleep. Teenagers need a minimum
of 9 hours. So, if they need to be up
at 7.00am, then they really should
be asleep by 10.00pm at the latest.
Younger students need more
sleep, so need to be in bed earlier.

2. Promote good attendance. Given
the gaps in schooling over the
last two years, good attendance
is more important than ever.
Buidling students’ resilience is key
to this - if they're feeling a bit run
down, please still encourage them
in and praise them for making the
effort.

3. Ensure your child eats a good
breakfast. Students’ ability to
function well in College throughout
the morning is significantly
decreased without a good
breakfast.

4. Ensure your child has a full
set of equipment. Please check
each half-term if your child has
everything they need as pens run
out and things can get lost.

5. Support with homework, but
don’t do it for them! Use Class
Charts to monitor what is due in
when and provide a quiet space
for them to complete it and be
there to help/prompt.

6. Get them reading. Reading, even
just little and often, will make a
significant impact on their ability
to succeed in class (in all subjects).

7.Take an interest. Showing that
you are interested in what your
child has learnt in College each day,
sends a message that education
is important to you which in turn
raises the importance to them.
Ask specific questions about their
timetable or the teachers they've
had as a ‘way in".

KS5 News

It has been a busy half
term for Post 16, with
Year 12s settling into life
as sixth form students
and Year 13s engaging
with the crucial work
involved their final
year of secondary education.

We
pride ourselves on the supportive,

collaborative atmosphere in the
sixth form, and it has been lovely to
see new friendships forming, and
relationships developing between the
two year groups. This is encouraged
through the tutor groups system,
where Year 12s and Year 13s are
grouped together: many tutors have
commented on how helpful and
supportive the older students have
been towards those joining Post 16
for the first time.

Year 13s have been getting to grips
with the challenge of working on
their university applications, with
the introduction of new, dedicated
UCAS slots on their timetables. We
have sent off the applications for

the early entry candidates,
for Oxford, Cambridge,
Medicine and Veterinary
Science, and we wish those
candidates success in these
very  competitive fields.
It is great to see students
from Helston challenging
themselves to gain entry to
the most prestigious higher
education institutions in the country.
It is vital now for the remainder of the
Year 13s to push on and complete
their applications over the next half
term. We would like you to get these
done by the end of the autumn term,
if you can, although the final UCAS
deadline is not until 25 January.

We recently took the whole of Post-
16 to the Regal Cinema in Redruth,
for the Learn to Live young driver
education programme. This delivers
vital safety messages to young people
as they learn to drive for the first
time, and as they become passengers
in their friends’ cars. We listened to
powerful personal experiences from
first responders who deal with road
traffic accidents, as well as drivers

who have themselves been involved
in  collisions, with life-changing
outcomes. It was hard-hitting and
moving to hear these stories, and
many of the students spoke of how
valuable it was, despite the sometimes
upsetting nature of the content. This
visit will be followed up with further
activities in tutor time.

Year 12s have settled into their new
courses, with the flurry of activity as
students want to swap subjects now
settling down, as people commit to
their subjects. We would ask you now
to keep going with what you have
chosen, as starting a new subject
would mean catching up on half a
term of missed work. It is important
to persist with your choices: the work
is not always easy, but we know that
if you stick at, work hard, and seek
support where you need it, you will be
successful.
