We will be visiting the school on Tuesday 15th June, 2021 and Friday 9th July, 2021 as well as 
running some community catch-up clinics at various venues around the county. We will give every 
opportunity for you to have your child immunised. Please submit your consent form by Thursday 
10th June, 2021 in order to ensure your child receives their vaccination. 
 
Your child can self-consent to treatment if they are considered competent to do so by one 
of our nurses; this is known as Gillick competency. If you require any further information in 
this regard, please contact us.
