Transition Timeline

We understand that the move from primary to secondary education can seem a daunting transition, and
that the challenges presented by Coronavirus and home learning have increased anxiety. In response, we
are committed to making this process as smooth as possible for our students. We hope this timeline will
explain this year’s transition process to ensure the best possible outcome for your child.

Saturday 31st October 2020 | Deadline for applying for a secondary school place

Back in the autumn term you should have made an application to Cornwall Council School Admissions to
apply for your child’s secondary school place. Details of how to do so can be found on the following
website: https://www.cornwall.gov.uk/education-and-learning/schools-and-colleges/school-admissions/
apply-to-start-school-or-transfer-to-junior-secondary-or-ks4-school-in-september-2021/transfer-to-
secondary-school-september-2021/.

Monday 1st March 2021 | Secondary School places announced
Secondary school places were confirmed by School Admissions. They are currently still processing late
admissions and we expect to receive the official intake list by the end of April 2021.

May—June 2021 | Visiting our feeder primary schools

During May through to June, HCC staff will visit local feeder primary schools either in person or virtually.
These visits will give your child the opportunity to meet with HCC staff in a familiar environment, where
they can ask any questions they may have about life at Helston Community College. HCC staff will have a
handover with your child’s teacher to ensure all information is passed on— this includes suggested tutor
groupings.

Induction Days

Monday 28th June 2021 | Additional Transition Day (Invite Only)
Tuesday 29th June 2021 | Transition Day 1 (All Year 6 students)
Wednesday 30th June 2021 | Transition Day 2 (All Year 6 students)

At the peak of our transition process is the two-day visit to HCC. If pandemic restrictions allow, these visits
are planned to take place on Tuesday 29th and Wednesday 30th June 2021. During this two-day visit, the
students will meet their peers, tutor and tutor group, whilst taking part in subject-based activities.
Students will also be able to experience lunch in the South Site Canteen. Towards the end of the day,
students will take part in a year group bubble activity, where we hope to inspire team spirit and a sense of
community.

Wednesday 30th June 2021 | Virtual New Parents’ Information Evening (Tutor Groups E-J)

Parents/carers will be invited to attend one of our Virtual New Parents’ Information Evenings which take
place on the evenings of the two transition days. During the evenings, there will be a key note address by
the Headteacher, followed by the opportunity to interact your child’s tutor.

- July 2021 | Special Educational Needs and Disabilities Welcome Event

In July, members of our SEND team will host an informal SEND Welcome Event for parents and carers of
children with Special Educational Needs (Year 6). Parents/carers will have the opportunity to learn about
the many interventions in place (Learning Passports, Lexia, Read, Write, Inc, Thrive, Flexible Learning
Zone, Draw and Talk etc.) and speak with staff about the experience of SEND support at the College. A
date for this event will be announced on the transition website latest news section later in the year.

July 2021 | Getting ready for your child’s first day
At the end of July, you will receive a letter from the College detailing arrangements for the first day of

term.
