Changes for September

Pastoral Support

To increase the capacity of our pastoral team we are returning to a structure where there will be
a Head of Year for every year group in Years 7 to 11.

All the Pastoral Support Assistants and all the Heads of Year, except Mr Dudley, will remain with
their year group as they move up the school. Mr Dudley will remain as the permanent Head of
Year 7 to support the transition from Year 6.

iPads

In September, we are providing iPads to all teachers and to all our Post 16 students to enable us
to enhance the quality of teaching and learning. Access to a variety of apps will give students
and teachers the opportunity to make the most of the amazing technology that continues to
develop so rapidly. We are hopeful that we will then be able to roll this out to all students across
the rest of the College in the future.

Tutor Time Reading

The importance of reading cannot be underestimated, as it is such an integral part of students
succeeding in their education. We have therefore decided to devote a second, short tutor time
in the afternoon to reading. Tutors will continue to meet with their tutor groups every morning,
but will also read with the students every afternoon after lunch.

Earlier Lunches

By changing the structure of the day slightly, lunchtimes will now be at an earlier time next year,
something, | know, will be welcomed by many.
